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U rgent . French tax returns are due in by 31 May 2007

The beginning of our first newsletter isn’t really the best of news but it is,
unfortunately, something you’ll need to be aware of.

What you need to know : you have income taxes to pay if you have an income
in France, whether you are a French resident or not (non residents may have
income coming from the rent of houses in France for example).

French tax is collected for the previous year’s income. (1% Jan — 31% Dec 2006
in this instance.) There is no ‘PAYE’ equivalent in France.

You have to complete a form called Déclaration d’Impéts sur le Revenu 2006
and return it to the French Tax Authorities before the 31 May 2007 midnight.

Once you have made your first tax declaration, the tax office will automatically
send you a form each year.
